SHRUB ROSES

ALBA ... Early summer flowering roses, often scented and extremely disease resistant. Can withstand poor soil/ shade.

BOURBON ............... Popular inVictorian times for their repeat floweringhey tend to have a rich scent.

CENTIFOLIA ............ Flowering once in a season, but have exquisite perfume. Requires firm pruning to achieve a well grown shrub.

CHINA ... ... ... ... ... Lang flowering season, but very little scent. Shiny foliage.

DAMASK . ............... Continuous flowerers with distinctive Damask perfume.

ENGLISH ................ Shrubby growth with a strong fragrance. Nearly all repeat flower in suitable conditions.

FLORIBUNDA ........... Suitable for bedding as they give prolonged flowering from JuneAtxt.good for hedging.

GALLICA ... ............. A.very old type of rose which is compact and usually scented. Flowering once in mid to late June.

GROUND COVER ......... Ideal for planting under shrubs, indarbeds or cascading down banks.

HYB. PERPETUAL ........ Mostly repeat flowerers, with strong fragrance. Darker colours grow best in part shade.

HYBRID MUSK ..........\ Large clusters of flowers, usually scented. Ideal for hedging, group planting or specimen.

Preparation of ground.

The planting hole should be well dug to approx (18inches)/ 45 cms, and the

original soil mixed with approximately 5 litres of well rotted farmyard manure, or compost, and a handful of bone meal . If old roses
are being replaced with nethe soil should be completely removed and replaced with fresh, as after a length of time soil may become
'rose sick' This is due to the ganic and mineral content being exhausted and consequently any new plantdexitlefidiencies

and grow poorly

Planting

The hole should be Ige enough to accommodate the roots comfortably after spreadifihewgraft union should be approx 50mm

below soil level.

The original soil from the hole should be well mixed with manure and firmed around the roots to prevent air pockets. If the roses are
in containers the graft union again should be 50mm below soil level and the soil/manure mix well packed around the compost once
the pot has been removed.

Top dressing, once planted with a good proprietary concentragadiormanure, pays dividends in first year of flower and growth
production.

Pruning

Most shrub and rambler roses do not need to be pruned to promote flowering although straggly and weak growth should be pruned
away Pruning tends to be to keep the plant in shape rather than to produce structure. Newly planted roses if not already pruned are
better cut back to approx 1ft (30cms) in the case of stronger growing varieties as this will produce good basal growth rather than
leggy plants. Most pruning is best carried out in February

After care
We find top dressing twice a year with a good proprietary concentrafadiomanure once after pruning and once mid-season, keep
the plant in good healthy and flowering condition.

Growing Roses in Pots

Most roses require deep pots to accommodate their root structure and only more compact varieties perform well when their roots are
restricted - see rose list for suitable varietlegood compost with high ganic content is required and

regular feeding and watering to keep the plants in good condition.
